Jesus is Lord

(Romans 10:9-10, ESV) “if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and
believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For
with the heart one believes and is justified, and with the mouth one confesses and
Is saved.”

We recently discussed how faith comes by hearing the word of God.

The fact that Jesus is Lord and that he was raised from the dead is the central
component of what must be believed - and of course, acted upon.

(John 8:23-30, ESV) “He said to them, “You are from below; I am from above.
You are of this world; | am not of this world. I told you that you would die in your
sins, for unless you believe that | am he you will die in your sins. ” So they said to
him, “Who are you?” Jesus said to them, “Just what I have been telling you from
the beginning. | have much to say about you and much to judge, but he who sent
me is true, and I declare to the world what I have heard from him.”” They did not
understand that he had been speaking to them about the Father. So Jesus said to
them, “When you have lifted up the Son of Man, then you will know that I am he,
and that I do nothing on my own authority, but speak just as the Father taught me.
And he who sent me is with me. He has not left me alone, for | always do the things
that are pleasing to him.” As he was saying these things, many believed in him.”

Peter, along with the other apostles learned this

(Matthew 16:13-16, ESV) “Now when Jesus came into the district of Caesarea
Philippi, he asked his disciples, “Who do people say that the Son of Man is?”” And
they said, “Some say John the Baptist, others say Elijah, and others Jeremiah or
one of the prophets. ” He said to them, “But who do you say that I am?” Simon
Peter replied, “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God.””

Other disciples knew it too

(John 11:17-27, ESV) “Now when Jesus came, he found that Lazarus had already
been in the tomb four days. Bethany was near Jerusalem, about two miles off, and
many of the Jews had come to Martha and Mary to console them concerning their
brother. So when Martha heard that Jesus was coming, she went and met him, but
Mary remained seated in the house. Martha said to Jesus, “Lord, if you had been

here, my brother would not have died. But even now | know that whatever you ask
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from God, God will give you.” Jesus said to her, “Your brother will rise again.”
Martha said to him, “I know that he will rise again in the resurrection on the last
day.” Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the life. Whoever believes in
me, though he die, yet shall he live, and everyone who lives and believes in me
shall never die. Do you believe this?” She said to him, “Yes, Lord; | believe that
you are the Christ, the Son of God, who is coming into the world. "

And remains the basis of faith today

(Acts 2:36-41, ESV) “Let all the house of Israel therefore know for certain that
God has made him both Lord and Christ, this Jesus whom you crucified.” Now
when they heard this they were cut to the heart, and said to Peter and the rest of
the apostles, “Brothers, what shall we do?”” And Peter said to them, “Repent and
be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your
sins, and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. For the promise is for you and
for your children and for all who are far off, everyone whom the Lord our God
calls to himself.” And with many other words he bore witness and continued to
exhort them, saying, “Save yourselves from this crooked generation.” So those
who received his word were baptized, and there were added that day about three
thousand souls.”

JESUS IS LORD

Luke 1:26-38 (ESV)

Birth of Jesus Foretold

26 In the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God to a city of Galilee
named Nazareth, 27 to a virgin betrothed to a man whose name was Joseph, of the
house of David. And the virgin’s name was Mary. 28 And he came to her and said,
“Greetings, O favored one, the Lord is with you!” 29 But she was greatly troubled
at the saying, and tried to discern what sort of greeting this might be. 30 And the
angel said to her, “Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have found favor with God. 31
And behold, you will conceive in your womb and bear a son, and you shall call his
name Jesus. 32 He will be great and will be called the Son of the Most High. And
the Lord God will give to him the throne of his father David, 33 and he will reign
over the house of Jacob forever, and of his kingdom there will be no end.” 34 And
Mary said to the angel, “How will this be, since I am a virgin?”

36 And behold, your relative Elizabeth in her old age
has also conceived a son, and this is the sixth month with her who was called
barren. 37 For nothing will be impossible with God.” 38 And Mary said, “Behold,
I am the servant of the Lord; let it be to me according to your word.” And the angel
departed from her.

John 1:1-18 (ESV)
The Word Became Flesh

1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was
God. 2 He was in the beginning with God. 3 All things were made through him,
and without him was not any thing made that was made. 4 In him was life, and the
life was the light of men. 5 The light shines in the darkness, and the darkness has
not overcome it....

14 And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we have seen his glory,
glory as of the only Son from the Father, full of grace and truth. 15 (John bore
witness about him, and cried out, “This was he of whom I said, ‘He who comes
after me ranks before me, because he was before me.” ”) 16 For from his fullness
we have all received, grace upon grace. 17 For the law was given through Moses;
grace and truth came through Jesus Christ. 18 No one has ever seen God; the only
God, who is at the Father’s side, he has made him known.

Luke 2:1-40(ESV)
The Birth of Jesus Christ

2 In those days a decree went out from Caesar Augustus that all the world should
be registered. 2 This was the first registration when Quirinius was governor of
Syria. 3 And all went to be registered, each to his own town. 4 And Joseph also
went up from Galilee, from the town of Nazareth, to Judea, to the city of David,
which is called Bethlehem, because he was of the house and lineage of David, 5 to
be registered with Mary, his betrothed, who was with child. 6 And while they were
there, the time came for her to give birth. 7 And she gave birth to her firstborn son
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and wrapped him in swaddling cloths and laid him in a manger, because there was
no place for them in the inn.

The Shepherds and the Angels

8 And in the same region there were shepherds out in the field, keeping watch over
their flock by night. 9 And an angel of the Lord appeared to them, and the glory of
the Lord shone around them, and they were filled with great fear. 10 And the angel
said to them, “Fear not, for behold, I bring you good news of great joy that will be
for all the people. 11 For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Savior,
who is Christ the Lord. 12 And this will be a sign for you: you will find a baby
wrapped in swaddling cloths and lying in a manger.” 13 And suddenly there was
with the angel a multitude of the heavenly host praising God and saying,

14 “Glory to God in the highest,
and on earth peace among those with whom he is pleased!”

...21 And at the end of eight days, when he was circumcised, he was called Jesus,
the name given by the angel before he was conceived in the womb.

Jesus Presented at the Temple

22 And when the time came for their purification according to the Law of Moses,
they brought him up to Jerusalem to present him to the Lord 23 (as it is written in
the Law of the Lord, “Every male who first opens the womb shall be called holy to
the Lord”) 24 and to offer a sacrifice according to what is said in the Law of the
Lord, “a pair of turtledoves, or two young pigeons.” 25 Now there was a man in
Jerusalem, whose name was Simeon, and this man was righteous and devout,
waiting for the consolation of Israel, and the Holy Spirit was upon him. 26 And it
had been revealed to him by the Holy Spirit that he would not see death before he
had seen the Lord’s Christ. 27 And he came in the Spirit into the temple, and when
the parents brought in the child Jesus, to do for him according to the custom of the
Law, 28 he took him up in his arms and blessed God and said,

29 “Lord, now you are letting your servant depart in peace, according to your
word,;

30 for my eyes have seen your salvation

31 that you have prepared in the presence of all peoples,



32 a light for revelation to the Gentiles, and for glory to your people Israel.”

33 And his father and his mother marveled at what was said about him. 34 And
Simeon blessed them and said to Mary his mother, “Behold, this child is appointed
for the fall and rising of many in Israel, and for a sign that is opposed 35 (and a
sword will pierce through your own soul also), so that thoughts from many hearts
may be revealed.”

36 And there was a prophetess, Anna, the daughter of Phanuel, of the tribe of
Asher. She was advanced in years, having lived with her husband seven years from
when she was a virgin, 37 and then as a widow until she was eighty-four. She did
not depart from the temple, worshiping with fasting and prayer night and day. 38
And coming up at that very hour she began to give thanks to God and to speak of
him to all who were waiting for the redemption of Jerusalem.

The Return to Nazareth
39 And when they had performed everything according to the Law of the Lord,

they returned into Galilee, to their own town of Nazareth. 40 And the child grew
and became strong, filled with wisdom. And the favor of God was upon him.

Matthew 2:1-15 (ESV)

The Visit of the Wise Men

2 Now after Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judea in the days of Herod the king,
behold, wise men from the east came to Jerusalem, 2 saying, “Where is he who has
been born king of the Jews? For we saw his star when it rose and have come to
worship him.” 3 When Herod the king heard this, he was troubled, and all
Jerusalem with him; 4 and assembling all the chief priests and scribes of the
people, he inquired of them where the Christ was to be born. 5 They told him, “In
Bethlenhem of Judea, for so it is written by the prophet:

6 “ ‘And you, O Bethlehem, in the land of Judah,
are by no means least among the rulers of Judah;

for from you shall come a ruler
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who will shepherd my people Israel.”

7 Then Herod summoned the wise men secretly and ascertained from them what
time the star had appeared. 8 And he sent them to Bethlehem, saying, “Go and
search diligently for the child, and when you have found him, bring me word, that |
too may come and worship him.” 9 After listening to the king, they went on their
way. And behold, the star that they had seen when it rose went before them until it
came to rest over the place where the child was. 10 When they saw the star, they
rejoiced exceedingly with great joy. 11 And going into the house, they saw the
child with Mary his mother, and they fell down and worshiped him. Then, opening
their treasures, they offered him gifts, gold and frankincense and myrrh. 12 And
being warned in a dream not to return to Herod, they departed to their own country
by another way.

The Flight to Egypt

13 Now when they had departed, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to Joseph
in a dream and said, “Rise, take the child and his mother, and flee to Egypt, and
remain there until | tell you, for Herod is about to search for the child, to destroy
him.” 14 And he rose and took the child and his mother by night and departed to
Egypt 15 and remained there until the death of Herod. This was to fulfill what the
Lord had spoken by the prophet, “Out of Egypt I called my son.”

Luke 2:41-52 (ESV)

The Boy Jesus in the Temple

41 Now his parents went to Jerusalem every year at the Feast of the Passover. 42
And when he was twelve years old, they went up according to custom. 43 And
when the feast was ended, as they were returning, the boy Jesus stayed behind in
Jerusalem. His parents did not know it, 44 but supposing him to be in the group
they went a day’s journey, but then they began to search for him among their
relatives and acquaintances, 45 and when they did not find him, they returned to
Jerusalem, searching for him. 46 After three days they found him in the temple,
sitting among the teachers, listening to them and asking them questions. 47 And all
who heard him were amazed at his understanding and his answers. 48 And when
his parents saw him, they were astonished. And his mother said to him, “Son, why
have you treated us so? Behold, your father and | have been searching for you in
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great distress.” 49 And he said to them, “Why were you looking for me? Did you
not know that I must be in my Father’s house?” 50 And they did not understand the
saying that he spoke to them. 51 And he went down with them and came to
Nazareth and was submissive to them. And his mother treasured up all these things
in her heart.

52 And Jesus increased in wisdom and in stature and in favor with God and man.

Matthew 3:13-17 (ESV)

The Baptism of Jesus

13 Then Jesus came from Galilee to the Jordan to John, to be baptized by him. 14
John would have prevented him, saying, “I need to be baptized by you, and do you
come to me?” 15 But Jesus answered him, “Let it be so now, for thus it is fitting
for us to fulfill all righteousness.” Then he consented. 16 And when Jesus was
baptized, immediately he went up from the water, and behold, the heavens were
opened to him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and coming to
rest on him; 17 and behold, a voice from heaven said, “This is my beloved Son,
with whom I am well pleased.”

Luke 4:1-15 (ESV)
The Temptation of Jesus

4 And Jesus, full of the Holy Spirit, returned from the Jordan and was led by the
Spirit in the wilderness 2 for forty days, being tempted by the devil. And he ate
nothing during those days. And when they were ended, he was hungry. 3 The devil
said to him, “If you are the Son of God, command this stone to become bread.” 4
And Jesus answered him, “It is written, ‘Man shall not live by bread alone.” ” 5
And the devil took him up and showed him all the kingdoms of the world in a
moment of time, 6 and said to him, “To you I will give all this authority and their
glory, for it has been delivered to me, and | give it to whom | will. 7 If you, then,
will worship me, it will all be yours.” 8 And Jesus answered him, “It is written,

“ “You shall worship the Lord your God,

and him only shall you serve.”
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9 And he took him to Jerusalem and set him on the pinnacle of the temple and said
to him, “If you are the Son of God, throw yourself down from here, 10 for it is
written,

“ ‘He will command his angels concerning you,to guard you,’
11 and “ ‘On their hands they will bear you up,
lest you strike your foot against a stone.” ”

12 And Jesus answered him, “It is said, “You shall not put the Lord your God to
the test.” ” 13 And when the devil had ended every temptation, he departed from
him until an opportune time.

Jesus Begins His Ministry

14 And Jesus returned in the power of the Spirit to Galilee, and a report about him
went out through all the surrounding country. 15 And he taught in their
synagogues, being glorified by all.

Luke 5:1-11 (ESV)
Jesus Calls the First Disciples

5 On one occasion, while the crowd was pressing in on him to hear the word of
God, he was standing by the lake of Gennesaret, 2 and he saw two boats by the
lake, but the fishermen had gone out of them and were washing their nets. 3
Getting into one of the boats, which was Simon’s, he asked him to put out a little
from the land. And he sat down and taught the people from the boat. 4 And when
he had finished speaking, he said to Simon, “Put out into the deep and let down
your nets for a catch.” 5 And Simon answered, “Master, we toiled all night and
took nothing! But at your word I will let down the nets.” 6 And when they had
done this, they enclosed a large number of fish, and their nets were breaking. 7
They signaled to their partners in the other boat to come and help them. And they
came and filled both the boats, so that they began to sink. 8 But when Simon Peter
saw it, he fell down at Jesus’ knees, saying, “Depart from me, for [ am a sinful
man, O Lord.” 9 For he and all who were with him were astonished at the catch of
fish that they had taken, 10 and so also were James and John, sons of Zebedee,
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who were partners with Simon. And Jesus said to Simon, “Do not be afraid; from
now on you will be catching men.” 11 And when they had brought their boats to
land, they left everything and followed him.

Mark 1:21-22 (ESV)

Jesus Heals a Man with an Unclean Spirit

21 And they went into Capernaum, and immediately on the Sabbath he entered the
synagogue and was teaching. 22 And they were astonished at his teaching, for he
taught them as one who had authority, and not as the scribes.

Luke 6:1-5 (ESV)
Jesus Is Lord of the Sabbath

6 On a Sabbath, while he was going through the grainfields, his disciples plucked
and ate some heads of grain, rubbing them in their hands. 2 But some of the
Pharisees said, “Why are you doing what is not lawful to do on the Sabbath?”’ 3
And Jesus answered them, “Have you not read what David did when he was
hungry, he and those who were with him: 4 how he entered the house of God and
took and ate the bread of the Presence, which is not lawful for any but the priests to
eat, and also gave it to those with him?”” 5 And he said to them, “The Son of Man
1s lord of the Sabbath.”

Luke 6:17-23 (ESV)

Jesus Ministers to a Great Multitude

17 And he came down with them and stood on a level place, with a great crowd of
his disciples and a great multitude of people from all Judea and Jerusalem and the
seacoast of Tyre and Sidon, 18 who came to hear him and to be healed of their

diseases. And those who were troubled with unclean spirits were cured. 19 And all
the crowd sought to touch him, for power came out from him and healed them all.
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Luke 7:18-23 (ESV)

Messengers from John the Baptist

18 .... And John, 19 calling two of his disciples to him, sent them to the Lord,
saying, “Are you the one who is to come, or shall we look for another?”” 20 And
when the men had come to him, they said, “John the Baptist has sent us to you,
saying, ‘Are you the one who is to come, or shall we look for another?’ ” 21 In that
hour he healed many people of diseases and plagues and evil spirits, and on many
who were blind he bestowed sight. 22 And he answered them, “Go and tell John
what you have seen and heard: the blind receive their sight, the lame walk, lepers
are cleansed, and the deaf hear, the dead are raised up, the poor have good news
preached to them. 23 And blessed is the one who is not offended by me.”

Luke 8:22-25 (ESV)

Jesus Calms a Storm

22 One day he got into a boat with his disciples, and he said to them, “Let us go
across to the other side of the lake.” So they set out, 23 and as they sailed he fell
asleep. And a windstorm came down on the lake, and they were filling with water
and were in danger. 24 And they went and woke him, saying, “Master, Master, we
are perishing!” And he awoke and rebuked the wind and the raging waves, and
they ceased, and there was a calm. 25 He said to them, “Where is your faith?” And
they were afraid, and they marveled, saying to one another, “Who then is this, that
he commands even winds and water, and they obey him?”

Luke 9:21-36 (ESV)

Jesus Foretells His Death

21 And he strictly charged and commanded them to tell this to no one, 22 saying,
“The Son of Man must suffer many things and be rejected by the elders and chief
priests and scribes, and be killed, and on the third day be raised.”
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Take Up Your Cross and Follow Jesus

23 And he said to all, “If anyone would come after me, let him deny himself and
take up his cross daily and follow me. 24 For whoever would save his life will lose
it, but whoever loses his life for my sake will save it. 25 For what does it profit a
man if he gains the whole world and loses or forfeits himself? 26 For whoever is
ashamed of me and of my words, of him will the Son of Man be ashamed when he
comes in his glory and the glory of the Father and of the holy angels. 27 But | tell
you truly, there are some standing here who will not taste death until they see the
kingdom of God.”

The Transfiguration

28 Now about eight days after these sayings he took with him Peter and John and
James and went up on the mountain to pray. 29 And as he was praying, the
appearance of his face was altered, and his clothing became dazzling white. 30
And behold, two men were talking with him, Moses and Elijah, 31 who appeared
in glory and spoke of his departure, which he was about to accomplish at
Jerusalem. 32 Now Peter and those who were with him were heavy with sleep, but
when they became fully awake they saw his glory and the two men who stood with
him. 33 And as the men were parting from him, Peter said to Jesus, “Master, it is
good that we are here. Let us make three tents, one for you and one for Moses and
one for Elijah”—not knowing what he said. 34 As he was saying these things, a
cloud came and overshadowed them, and they were afraid as they entered the
cloud. 35 And a voice came out of the cloud, saying, “This is my Son, my Chosen
One; listen to him!” 36 And when the voice had spoken, Jesus was found alone.
And they kept silent and told no one in those days anything of what they had seen.

Luke 11:14-20 (ESV)

Jesus and Beelzebul

14 Now he was casting out a demon that was mute. When the demon had gone out,
the mute man spoke, and the people marveled. 15 But some of them said, “He casts
out demons by Beelzebul, the prince of demons,” 16 while others, to test him, kept
seeking from him a sign from heaven. 17 But he, knowing their thoughts, said to
them, “Every kingdom divided against itself is laid waste, and a divided household
falls. 18 And if Satan also is divided against himself, how will his kingdom stand?
For you say that I cast out demons by Beelzebul. 19 And if | cast out demons by
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Beelzebul, by whom do your sons cast them out? Therefore they will be your
judges. 20 But if it is by the finger of God that | cast out demons, then the kingdom
of God has come upon you.

Luke 13:1-5 (ESV)
Repent or Perish

13 There were some present at that very time who told him about the Galileans
whose blood Pilate had mingled with their sacrifices. 2 And he answered them,
“Do you think that these Galileans were worse sinners than all the other Galileans,
because they suffered in this way? 3 No, | tell you; but unless you repent, you will
all likewise perish. 4 Or those eighteen on whom the tower in Siloam fell and
killed them: do you think that they were worse offenders than all the others who
lived in Jerusalem? 5 No, I tell you; but unless you repent, you will all likewise
perish.”

Luke 19:28-40 (ESV)

The Triumphal Entry

28 And when he had said these things, he went on ahead, going up to Jerusalem. 29
When he drew near to Bethphage and Bethany, at the mount that is called Olivet,
he sent two of the disciples, 30 saying, “Go into the village in front of you, where
on entering you will find a colt tied, on which no one has ever yet sat. Untie it and
bring it here. ...35 And they brought it to Jesus, and throwing their cloaks on the
colt, they set Jesus on it. 36 And as he rode along, they spread their cloaks on the
road. 37 As he was drawing near—already on the way down the Mount of
Olives—the whole multitude of his disciples began to rejoice and praise God with
a loud voice for all the mighty works that they had seen, 38 saying, “Blessed is the
King who comes in the name of the Lord! Peace in heaven and glory in the
highest!” 39 And some of the Pharisees in the crowd said to him, “Teacher, rebuke
your disciples.” 40 He answered, “I tell you, if these were silent, the very stones
would cry out.”
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Luke 19:45-48 (ESV)

Jesus Cleanses the Temple

45 And he entered the temple and began to drive out those who sold, 46 saying to
them, “It is written, ‘My house shall be a house of prayer,” but you have made it a
den of robbers.”

47 And he was teaching daily in the temple. The chief priests and the scribes and

the principal men of the people were seeking to destroy him, 48 but they did not
find anything they could do, for all the people were hanging on his words.

Luke 22:1-23 (ESV)

The Plot to Kill Jesus

22 Now the Feast of Unleavened Bread drew near, which is called the Passover. 2
And the chief priests and the scribes were seeking how to put him to death, for they
feared the people....

Institution of the Lord’s Supper

14 And when the hour came, he reclined at table, and the apostles with him. 15
And he said to them, “I have earnestly desired to eat this Passover with you before
| suffer. 16 For I tell you I will not eat it until it is fulfilled in the kingdom of God.”
17 And he took a cup, and when he had given thanks he said, “Take this, and
divide it among yourselves. 18 For I tell you that from now on | will not drink of
the fruit of the vine until the kingdom of God comes.” 19 And he took bread, and
when he had given thanks, he broke it and gave it to them, saying, “This is my
body, which is given for you. Do this in remembrance of me.” 20 And likewise the
cup after they had eaten, saying, “This cup that is poured out for you is the new
covenant in my blood.
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Luke 22:39-53 (ESV)

Jesus Prays on the Mount of Olives

39 And he came out and went, as was his custom, to the Mount of Olives, and the
disciples followed him. 40 And when he came to the place, he said to them, “Pray
that you may not enter into temptation.” 41 And he withdrew from them about a
stone’s throw, and knelt down and prayed, 42 saying, “Father, if you are willing,
remove this cup from me. Nevertheless, not my will, but yours, be done.” 43 And
there appeared to him an angel from heaven, strengthening him. 44 And being in
agony he prayed more earnestly; and his sweat became like great drops of blood
falling down to the ground....

Betrayal and Arrest of Jesus

47 While he was still speaking, there came a crowd, and the man called Judas, one
of the twelve, was leading them. He drew near to Jesus to kiss him, 48 but Jesus
said to him, “Judas, would you betray the Son of Man with a kiss?”” 49 And when
those who were around him saw what would follow, they said, “Lord, shall we
strike with the sword?”” 50 And one of them struck the servant of the high priest
and cut off his right ear. 51 But Jesus said, “No more of this!” And he touched his
ear and healed him. 52 Then Jesus said to the chief priests and officers of the
temple and elders, who had come out against him, “Have you come out as against a
robber, with swords and clubs? 53 When | was with you day after day in the
temple, you did not lay hands on me. But this is your hour, and the power of
darkness.”

Luke 22:63-23:25 (ESV)

Jesus Is Mocked

63 Now the men who were holding Jesus in custody were mocking him as they
beat him. 64 They also blindfolded him and kept asking him, “Prophesy! Who is it
that struck you?”” 65 And they said many other things against him, blaspheming
him.
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Jesus Before the Council

66 When day came, the assembly of the elders of the people gathered together,
both chief priests and scribes. And they led him away to their council, and they
said, 67 “If you are the Christ, tell us.” But he said to them, “If I tell you, you will
not believe, 68 and if | ask you, you will not answer. 69 But from now on the Son
of Man shall be seated at the right hand of the power of God.” 70 So they all said,
“Are you the Son of God, then?” And he said to them, “You say that I am.” 71
Then they said, “What further testimony do we need? We have heard it ourselves
from his own lips.”

Jesus Before Pilate

23 Then the whole company of them arose and brought him before Pilate. 2 And
they began to accuse him, saying, “We found this man misleading our nation and
forbidding us to give tribute to Caesar, and saying that he himself is Christ, a
king.” 3 And Pilate asked him, “Are you the King of the Jews?”” And he answered
him, “You have said so.” 4 Then Pilate said to the chief priests and the crowds, “I
find no guilt in this man.” 5 But they were urgent, saying, “He stirs up the people,
teaching throughout all Judea, from Galilee even to this place.”...

13 Pilate then called together the chief priests and the rulers and the people, 14 and
said to them, “You brought me this man as one who was misleading the people.
And after examining him before you, behold, | did not find this man guilty of any
of your charges against him. 15 Neither did Herod, for he sent him back to us.
Look, nothing deserving death has been done by him. 16 | will therefore punish
and release him.”

Pilate Delivers Jesus to Be Crucified

18 But they all cried out together, “Away with this man, and release to us
Barabbas”— 19 a man who had been thrown into prison for an insurrection started
in the city and for murder. 20 Pilate addressed them once more, desiring to release
Jesus, 21 but they kept shouting, “Crucify, crucify him!” 22 A third time he said to
them, “Why? What evil has he done? I have found in him no guilt deserving death.
I will therefore punish and release him.” 23 But they were urgent, demanding with
loud cries that he should be crucified. And their voices prevailed. 24 So Pilate
decided that their demand should be granted. 25 He released the man who had been
thrown into prison for insurrection and murder, for whom they asked, but he
delivered Jesus over to their will.



Luke 23:26-49(ESV)

The Crucifixion

26 And as they led him away, they seized one Simon of Cyrene, who was coming
in from the country, and laid on him the cross, to carry it behind Jesus. 27 And
there followed him a great multitude of the people and of women who were
mourning and lamenting for him....

32 Two others, who were criminals, were led away to be put to death with him. 33
And when they came to the place that is called The Skull, there they crucified him,
and the criminals, one on his right and one on his left. 34 And Jesus said, “Father,
forgive them, for they know not what they do.” And they cast lots to divide his
garments. 35 And the people stood by, watching, but the rulers scoffed at him,
saying, “He saved others; let him save himself, if he is the Christ of God, his
Chosen One!” 36 The soldiers also mocked him, coming up and offering him sour
wine 37 and saying, “If you are the King of the Jews, save yourself!”” 38 There was
also an inscription over him, “This is the King of the Jews.”

39 One of the criminals who were hanged railed at him, saying, “Are you not the
Christ? Save yourself and us!” 40 But the other rebuked him, saying, “Do you not
fear God, since you are under the same sentence of condemnation? 41 And we
indeed justly, for we are receiving the due reward of our deeds; but this man has
done nothing wrong.” 42 And he said, “Jesus, remember me when you come into
your kingdom.” 43 And he said to him, “Truly, I say to you, today you will be with
me in paradise.”

The Death of Jesus

44 It was now about the sixth hour, and there was darkness over the whole land
until the ninth hour, 45 while the sun’s light failed. And the curtain of the temple
was torn in two. 46 Then Jesus, calling out with a loud voice, said, “Father, into
your hands I commit my spirit!” And having said this he breathed his last. 47 Now
when the centurion saw what had taken place, he praised God, saying, “Certainly
this man was innocent!”” 48 And all the crowds that had assembled for this
spectacle, when they saw what had taken place, returned home beating their
breasts. 49 And all his acquaintances and the women who had followed him from
Galilee stood at a distance watching these things.
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Luke 23:50-24:12 (ESV)

Jesus Is Buried

50 Now there was a man named Joseph, from the Jewish town of Arimathea. He
was a member of the council, a good and righteous man, 51 who had not consented
to their decision and action; and he was looking for the kingdom of God. 52 This
man went to Pilate and asked for the body of Jesus. 53 Then he took it down and
wrapped it in a linen shroud and laid him in a tomb cut in stone, where no one had
ever yet been laid. 54 It was the day of Preparation, and the Sabbath was
beginning. 55 The women who had come with him from Galilee followed and saw
the tomb and how his body was laid. 56 Then they returned and prepared spices
and ointments.

The Resurrection

24 But on the first day of the week, at early dawn, they went to the tomb, taking
the spices they had prepared. 2 And they found the stone rolled away from the
tomb, 3 but when they went in they did not find the body of the Lord Jesus. 4
While they were perplexed about this, behold, two men stood by them in dazzling
apparel. 5 And as they were frightened and bowed their faces to the ground, the
men said to them, “Why do you seek the living among the dead? 6 He is not here,
but has risen. Remember how he told you, while he was still in Galilee, 7 that the
Son of Man must be delivered into the hands of sinful men and be crucified and on
the third day rise.” 8 And they remembered his words, 9 and returning from the
tomb they told all these things to the eleven and to all the rest. 10 Now it was Mary
Magdalene and Joanna and Mary the mother of James and the other women with
them who told these things to the apostles, 11 but these words seemed to them an
idle tale, and they did not believe them. 12 But Peter rose and ran to the tomb;
stooping and looking in, he saw the linen cloths by themselves; and he went home
marveling at what had happened.

Luke 24:36-53 (ESV)

Jesus Appears to His Disciples

36 As they were talking about these things, Jesus himself stood among them, and
said to them, “Peace to you!” 37 But they were startled and frightened and thought
they saw a spirit. 38 And he said to them, “Why are you troubled, and why do
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doubts arise in your hearts? 39 See my hands and my feet, that it is | myself. Touch
me, and see. For a spirit does not have flesh and bones as you see that I have.” 40
And when he had said this, he showed them his hands and his feet. 41 And while
they still disbelieved for joy and were marveling, he said to them, “Have you
anything here to eat?”” 42 They gave him a piece of broiled fish, 43 and he took it
and ate before them.

44 Then he said to them, “These are my words that I spoke to you while I was still
with you, that everything written about me in the Law of Moses and the Prophets
and the Psalms must be fulfilled.” 45 Then he opened their minds to understand the
Scriptures, 46 and said to them, “Thus it is written, that the Christ should suffer
and on the third day rise from the dead, 47 and that repentance for the forgiveness
of sins should be proclaimed in his name to all nations, beginning from Jerusalem.
48 You are witnesses of these things. 49 And behold, I am sending the promise of
my Father upon you. But stay in the city until you are clothed with power from on
high.”

Acts 1:3-11 (ESV)

3 He presented himself alive to them after his suffering by many proofs, appearing
to them during forty days and speaking about the kingdom of God.

4 And while staying with them he ordered them not to depart from Jerusalem, but
to wait for the promise of the Father, which, he said, “you heard from me; 5 for
John baptized with water, but you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many
days from now.”

The Ascension

6 So when they had come together, they asked him, “Lord, will you at this time
restore the kingdom to Israel?”” 7 He said to them, “It is not for you to know times
or seasons that the Father has fixed by his own authority. 8 But you will receive
power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you, and you will be my witnesses in
Jerusalem and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.” 9 And when
he had said these things, as they were looking on, he was lifted up, and a cloud
took him out of their sight. 10 And while they were gazing into heaven as he went,
behold, two men stood by them in white robes, 11 and said, “Men of Galilee, why
do you stand looking into heaven? This Jesus, who was taken up from you into
heaven, will come in the same way as you saw him go into heaven.”
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Acts 2:1-13 (ESV)
The Coming of the Holy Spirit

2 When the day of Pentecost arrived, they were all together in one place. 2 And
suddenly there came from heaven a sound like a mighty rushing wind, and it filled
the entire house where they were sitting. 3 And divided tongues as of fire appeared
to them and rested on each one of them. 4 And they were all filled with the Holy
Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit gave them utterance.

5 Now there were dwelling in Jerusalem Jews, devout men from every nation
under heaven. 6 And at this sound the multitude came together, and they were
bewildered, because each one was hearing them speak in his own language. 7 And
they were amazed and astonished, saying, “Are not all these who are speaking
Galileans? 8 And how is it that we hear, each of us in his own native language? 9
Parthians and Medes and Elamites and residents of Mesopotamia, Judea and
Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, 10 Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts of
Libya belonging to Cyrene, and visitors from Rome, 11 both Jews and proselytes,
Cretans and Arabians—we hear them telling in our own tongues the mighty works
of God.” 12 And all were amazed and perplexed, saying to one another, “What
does this mean?” 13 But others mocking said, “They are filled with new wine.”

Acts 2:36—41 (ESV) (The end of their sermon...)

36 Let all the house of Israel therefore know for certain that God has made him
both Lord and Christ, this Jesus whom you crucified.”

37 Now when they heard this they were cut to the heart, and said to Peter and the
rest of the apostles, “Brothers, what shall we do?” 38 And Peter said to them,
“Repent and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the
forgiveness of your sins, and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 39 For the
promise is for you and for your children and for all who are far off, everyone
whom the Lord our God calls to himself.” 40 And with many other words he bore
witness and continued to exhort them, saying, “Save yourselves from this crooked
generation.” 41 So those who received his word were baptized, and there were
added that day about three thousand souls.
